A couple of months ago | was privileged to receive a picture of a homeless man wearing a toboggan that was among the 35 that |
had knit and sent to St. Timothy Lutheran Church last fall. | shared this with Pastor Joel and he thought it would be nice to bring
the congregation up to date on just what the Knit-Wits are up to these days.

The Prayer Shawl Ministry was a vision of Tammy Coppala who picked up a book of Shawl patterns in 2010 and noticed it had
information about a Prayer Shawl Ministry and the vision became a reality. She invited other knitters to join her, which they did.
I was not a charter member, but joined a few years later. The shawls are covered in prayer before being given away to a grieving
family, terminal illness case, post hospital stay, or any time a church member is in crisis. In the meantime we have branched out
into other service projects such as preemie hats for Women & Children's and Thomas Hospitals, at least 50 toboggans with
scarves for the day our Christmas baskets are picked up, we send at least 50 toboggans to Weirton Christian Center which Kim
says she uses for Christmas gifts for "all of her kids". Joy knits hats for everyone even if they want the one she is wearing at the
time. She also knit and gave so many lap robes to the veterans that they gave her a certificate of appreciation.

We had a very generous yarn donation [if you consider a van full] from a member of St. Timothy and that is why | made
toboggans for them to give away at their Sunday evening supper for the homeless. Everyone has been so generous with yarn
donations and we want you to know how much it is appreciated. When the group first organized each person bought their own
yarn, but now we can go shopping right here in the yarn/quilting room @ FBC for yarn for our next service project.

So what started out as a Shawl Ministry has blossomed into a yarn ministry for all kinds of service projects. Another ministry on
the horizon is Twiddlemuffs for dementia patients. Thanks to all of you for supporting us.
